Overview 

 
The goal of Allegany Franciscan Ministries’ Capacity Building Scholarship Program is to increase the 
capacity of nonprofit organizations to deliver efficient and effective services to those in need.  
Funding is available to assist staff and volunteers (e.g. board members) of organizations in attending 
educational events that increase their knowledge, skills, and abilities.    
 
Eligibility  

• Nonprofit organizations with a current IRS 501 (c) (3) designation, or a 501 (c) (3) serving as a 
fiscal agent may apply.  Public agencies are not eligible. 

• Organizations serving residents of Miami-Dade County.  
• Funding is limited each year with priority given to organizations that align with the mission of 

Allegany Franciscan Ministries and our regional focus. 
• Applications are reviewed on an on-going basis depending on availability of funds.     

 
Guidelines 

• Funding is awarded to pay for registration fees and other expenses associated with trainings, 
conferences, seminars, or related activities.   

• Maximum of $500 per person per event and $1000 per organization per calendar year limit.   
• Applications are due at least three weeks prior to the event. 

 
Complete the online application and fax or email the following items:  

• Copy of the organization’s 501 (c) (3) ruling issued by the Internal Revenue Service (unless you 
have received a grant from Allegany Franciscan Ministries since 2007).  

• Copy of the brochure and registration form for the event.
